Lake St. Marys, com-
prised of 15,000 square
acres, is the largest of
the five lakes in the
State of Ohio set aside
for park purposes and
is receiving the atten-
tion of the Conserva-
tion Department in pro-
portion to the import-
ance it holds in the pro-
gram of conservation

sponsored by the State.
BUILT BY MAN

It is a Lake built by the hand of man, and enjoys the
distinction of being the largest artificial body of water in
the United States. Its origin arose through an Aect of
Congress, approved May 24th, 1828, granting the State
of Ohio sufficient lands for the purpose of constructing a
canal lengthwise through the State from Toledo to Cin-

cinnati, and known as the Miami and Erie canal.

TWO RESERVOIRS ON DIVIDING RIDGE

Two reservoirs were built on the dividing ridge or summit
level of the State, name-
ly: Lake St. Marys and EXCELLENT
Lake Loramie, to sup-
ply the necessary water
for the canal, and these
were completed during
the construction of the
canal.

LAKES KEPT
INTACT

As the canal proved
inadequate to the needs
of modern transporta-
tion, it gradually fell
into disuse in the pur-
poses for which it was
designated, completely
losing its identity as an
artery of commerce.
